- During the morning we will have a series of structured talks by selected “role models’, such as women
postgraduates and active women scientists in research, industry and business (see preliminary
programme attached).

We believe that through these various channels, we will effectively be able to show young girls the
scope of careersin Science.

We invite high schools to send their most promising female Grade 9 — 12 lear ners to participate in this
exciting event which will be enormously beneficial in helping them see viable careersin Science,
Engineering and Technology.
